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The lllustrated Book of the Korean Natural Monuments has been compiled with 5 volumes:
Plants Part (1) in Vol.1, Plants Part (2) in Vol.2, Fauna Part in Vol.3, Geography Part in Vol.4 and Geology Part in
Vol.5.

The Plants part in divided into two volumes; Gymnosperm (Vol.1) and Angiosperm (Vol2).

The volume 1 comprises ginkgo-trees and needle-leaf-trees, with the natural monuments associated with
immortal leadership exploits of the Three Generals of Mt. Paektu in the main deals in order of solitary trees,
communities and forests and in particular, in order of the oldest significant trees.



Besides, for the convenience of the readers, each plant if translated in five languages with the illustration of its
original features, and the detailed pictures and explanations are added to the individual objects.

The volume 2 deals with angiosperm edited with dicotyledon and monocotyledon. Preference is given to
natural monuments that the fatherly leader and the respected General paid special attention, and some plants
endemic and rare in the world are compiled in the book. The dicotyledon is arranged with tall tree, shrubs,
creeper and herb and the monocotyledon with bamboo and herb. The last part includes the other plants.

Each species is dubbed in five languages as in Vol.1 and the list of plant monuments in Vol.2 arranged by
province, city and county is compiled in the appendix of the book.

,The lllustrated Book of the Korean Natural Monuments” 3 (Animal Part) compiles the taxonomy of the animal
monuments classified into Vertebrates and Invertebrates; the former dividing into mammals, birds, amphibians
and reputiles and the latter into shellfishes and insects. The ecological features of every species are obvious
with the help of illustrations, captions and descriptions. The name of every species is expressed in five different
languages as in the Plant Parts and their regional distributions by province, city and county are given in an
index.
